Can you go to heaven without 
being baptized? How do we 
know that only the Bible is di-
vinely inspired? What is the 
real bottom line of Calvinist 
Theology? How do you Try the 
spirits? What is a Spiritual 
Gift?

 I wrote this book in 
complete annotated outline 
form. It is very readable. I
